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home of Rangers and Celtic Football clubs respectively. In
addition to the existing infrastructure the city will benefit
from new and improved sports facilities such as the re-
opening of Scotstoun Stadium in 2009, Toryglen Indoor
Football Complex in 2010, the SECC Arena, the National
Indoor Sports Arena and Velodrome in 2012.

There are also proposals to improve and expand Tollcross
50-metre pool and Hampden Park. These will further
enhance Glasgow's reputation as a sporting city, in advance of the
Commonwealth Games coming to Glasgow in 2014.

EVENTS PREVIOUSLY HOSTED: Glasgow has a proud history of staging
major international sporting events in the city. It is an established events
city and host to over 60 international sporting events. It has hosted the
Champions League Final in 2002, the Special Olympics in 2005 and the
Sudirman Cup World Badminton Championships and UEFA Cup Final in
2007. Glasgow hosted the World Acrobatic Championships in 2008.
