the Davis Cup (2001, 2007), the Champions Trophy Hockey (2001), the
World Championships Korfball (2003), the European Championships Judo
(2005), the World Cup Baseball (2005), the Red Bull Air Race (2005), the
Volvo Ocean Race (2006), the Bavaria City Racing (2007), World Hockey
Champions Trophy Hockey (2008) and many many more!

UPCOMING EVENTS MARCH 09 — APRIL 10: Coming prestigious events
on the sports calendar are: the World Championships Judo (2009), the
European Championships Korfball (2009), the World Championships
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Gymnastics (2010), the World Championships Table Tennis in
2011, the European Championships Dressage 2011. And of
course the Grand Départ of the Tour de France in 2010!
